Session Objectives 

Reliable access to safe drinking water still cannot be assured in Africa. In addition, large fluctuations of the water cycle at regional and local scales are threatening water security as well as endangering the security of food, energy, health and ecosystem services. To adequately address these issues, well-coordinated demonstration projects within specified trans-boundary basins could be a first step towards improved cooperation, data sharing and contribution to societal benefits, as well as increased use and application of Earth observations for effective management.

In this session, our aim is to share the various water resource management needs and capacities among several river basin authorities and initiatives, space agencies, and overseas development agencies (ODAs) in a first phase, then design an implementation baseline of coordinated demonstration projects, including a vision, objectives and targets, observation coordination, data and information interoperability arrangements, capacity building coordination, data policy, schedule and coordination management. We also plan to highlight our contribution to the Green Economy, which is a main theme of the United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development (Rio+20) in June 2012. 

The session discussion will be captured through a draft implementation plan for GEOSS Africa Water Cycle Coordination demonstration projects. The draft plan will be discussed at the 3rd GEOSS Africa Water Cycle Symposium to be held at the end of February, 2012.
